SUBJLCT : Meeting with Hal Hendrix, 1 May 1972

1. Hal Hendrix called my home on 10 May, saying that he was
in Washington and wished to see me,  Arrangemert s woere later made te
mect him in downtown Washington at a street cornexr at 8:00 am on
11 May. I picked him up as scheduled, and after driving around awhile
we bad breakfast at the Marriot hotel in Rosslyrn, after whichi I drove
him to the aixrport so he could catch the 10:30 a. m. plane to \’ew York,

B. Fnu_Schafcr. the la\vyer of the‘ firm in Washington
" retained by ITT as counscl for the expected Scenate hezrings on
Chilean activitics of ITT, has told ITT officicls that he thinks
the timing and intensity of the Ssnate sub~-committes interest in
the Chilean activities of ITT will depend on the goneral political
gituation in the U, S., particularly in Viet Nam, - Schafer bas been
in touch with Pat ljolt, the sub-conmmitice gide, -

'C. None of the ITT documents on Chile h?ve becn tuFned
over yet to the Sennte sub-commmittee. The docurnents are still
being woried on b,r ITT. Vhen preszed ag to the guantity involved,
Hend: *u’ said the total is about 500 documents.
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D. The three documents Iiendrix mentioned to meé at our
last mecting 2s being incriminating from the point of view of
documenting ITT funds of political activities in Chile have not
been destroyed. ITT's chief lawyer in N. Y. has told Hendrix
that while away on a trip recently, at least four young lawyers
in his office rcad these documents. He tried to transfex onc
of the lawyers out of his office, and the man threatencd to blow
the whistle on ITT over these documents if transierred., One
of tho other four lawyers feels equally strongly about these
documents. As a result, the documents cannot be destroyed.
It ic not clear, however, whether ITT plans to turn thess three
documents over to the Senate, Evidentally ITT haé first hoped
to turn these documents over to the Agency for safekeening in

' preference to turning themn over to the Senate.

E. It has been determined by ITT lowyers that blacking

out proper names in docuinants bv{ore they turn the documenis
over to the Scnate sub-committee is vermissable. The ITT

lawyers are now going over ali 500 docuraents to do this, concentra
on the names of Chileans. If they finally turn over the three
gensitive documents to the committee, names of personns, b.mka, ‘
and Mnding mechanisms will be deleted, but the basic purpose of
ITT funding Alessandri cannot be hidden, ‘

. ¥, Indiscussging these three decuments, Hendrix said
that thé man in N, Y, to whom ITT was to have paid thc money for
Alessendri was nu) Orchard, a Chilean employed by UN Secrrtariz
frather than a member of the Chilean Mission to the UN).

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5. Hendrix spoke by telephone to Eerrellez on 9 or 10 Xiay at
which time Berrellez reported on a meeting that day with BUBRIG-2
in Buenos Aires, Thia was the firat time that they kad met since their
early April meeting in N, Y. Berrellez told [FYBRIG-2 that he had not
been able to make the deposit on the second $100 000 for reasons Hendrix
had explained earlier to me.
